Percussion Equipment Required for the Marching Season (purchase what pertains to 
you for this marching season): 

q Snares – Innovative Percussion Sticks – FS-JC (at least 2 pairs, one for practice 
and one for performance) 

q Tenors – Innovative Percussion Mallets – TS-3 (at least 2 pairs, one for practice 
and one for performance) 

q Bass Drums – Innovative Percussion Mallets – FBX 1-5 (buy the number that 
corresponds to your particular Bass Drum) 

q Cymbals – all black batting gloves (must be solid black) 
q Marimba – All marimba players need a pair of the Innovative Percussion IP1003 

mallets, and all juniors and seniors are recommended to get a second pair of the 
medium Innovative Percussion IP1002 mallets 

q Vibraphone – All marimba players need a pair of the Innovative Percussion 
IP1006 mallets, and all juniors and seniors are recommended to get a second 
pair of the medium Innovative Percussion IP1005 mallets
